
Indigo Moon Holistic Cat Food - No grains, low carb, high protein, taurine, low ash


Cats are obligate carnivores, which means that they do well on meat.  Indigo Moon Holistic Cat Food is 46% protein from chicken and fish.   They do not use animal/chicken fat which tends to become rancid in pet food.  They use oils which are high in omega 3 fatty acids, also non-GMO canola oil, and salmon oil from pristine waters of Alaska.  They never use oil from farmed salmon which are fed GMO corn.  The other oils are almond and sesame.


Solid Gold never uses sunflower oil which the Swedish Cancer Society research found increases cancer risk by 69%.


John Hopkins  University recommends a low carbohydrate diet.  Overweight cells, diabetes, epilepsy and cancer cells thrive on carbohydrates.  Solid Gold’s only source of carbohydrates is white potatoes to hold the ingredients together.  They don’t use sweet potatoes because the sugar in them makes all of the above conditions even worse.  


Around 200 brands of dry and canned pet food were recalled by the FDA for killing, by some estimates - 6,000 animals and sickening countless others.  These companies made the food in China where melamine was added to wheat gluten, an ingredient used in the recalled food.


Solid Gold pet food was not recalled.  Solid Gold  food is made in the United States.  A Texas lab reports it found acephetamine in pet food.  Acetaminophen causes liver toxicity, liver failure  and death.  Even though the FDA found no acetaminophen in pet food, cats would die from eating the smallest amount.

Solid Gold Indigo Moon Holistic Cat Food is especially helpful for kittens and adults.   It comes in hermeticallly/vacuumed sealed bags, so no chemical preservatives are used.  Cranberries and blueberries are added to help prevent urinary tract infections and struvite crystals.
